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Long-beloved by tourists from across Asia and Europe, Nha Trang is among
Vietnam's most sought-after beach holiday destinations. Despite being well and
truly on the trodden path, Nha Trang remains an attractive seaside resort,
drawing in both backpackers and cruise excursionists with its cheap and
delicious food, active nightlife, nature getaways, inexpensive wellness
treatments, and modern entertainment highlights like the Vinpearl Amusement
Park.

Nha Trang continues to attract a growing
number of international visitors year after year,
the persisting demand creating a steady supply
of new dining, entertainment and leisure centres.
But there is a very traditional side to Nha Trang,
too: the historic Cham Towers, one of Nha
Trang's unmissable attractions, continue to serve
their religious purpose and attract Buddhist
worshippers, and residents of fishing villages
continue to make a living the same way they
have for decades, all this on the water within

arm's reach from modern shopping centres.

A trip to Nha Trang can be whatever one makes
it: a stay at a secluded high-class resort or a
genuine immersion into local culture, complete
with scooters as the primary mode of
transportation and meals at roadside
hole-in-the-wall eateries that have managed to
turn the humble rice noodle into a culinary art
form.

Alternatives worth exploring include the Bai Dai

beaches on nearby islands (such as Bai Tru on
Hon Tre, and Hon Tam Island beach). The
beautiful Diep Son Beach is known for the
spectacular underwater sand path leading to the
island (only seen in full during low tide).

If you're ready to travel further out, the Jungle
Beach is a great option, but will take a couple of
hours to reach. Surrounded by nature and
fascinating flora and fauna, this beach is popular
with both off-the-beaten-trackers and resort
vacationers staying at the nearby Jungle Beach
Resort.

The primary air hub
serving the city of Nha
Trang is Cam Ranh
y International Airport,
some 30km south of the
city. There is a taxi stand
right outside the airport, with fixed prices
offered by official carriers (you will need to
purchase a voucher at the airport prior to

boarding a cab). A trip by car will take about 45

minutes.

A cheaper alternative would be taking the
white-and-yellow Dat Moi bus number 18, which
runs all the way into Nha Trang city centre (final
stop at 10, Yersin Street). Tickets may be
purchased at the Dat Moi counter in arrivals and

their head office in Yersin Street.

Getting Around Nha Trang
Public buses do exist, but

they're usually not the

easiest to navigate for
foreign visitors, especially

those on tighter

schedules. If the distance
is too long to be walked or cycled, opt for a taxi,
which can be both a motorbike and a car. A local
app used to hire rides is called Grab, and covers
both modes of transport. When hiring a cab off
the street, make sure to either have the price

agreed upon or the meter running.

There are also the touristic 'cyclos' (or pedicabs),
but these tend to be pricey and serve more as a

form of entertainment rather than transport.

If you plan to cover long distances or visit
several places in one day, it may be worth hiring
a private English-speaking driver to get around.
Naturally, this option will come with a heftier

price tag.

For inter-city travel, there are several companies
that run convenient sleeper buses to
destinations across Vietnam, and are very
inexpensive (a ride on one of such sleepers from
Nha Trang to Ho Chi Minh City will cost no more
than $20).
