Rather, the

capital of Chile is a mixture of old and new,

modern mirror glass towers next to neoclassical

cathedrals.

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As a travel destination, Santiago is often 

overlooked and misjudged as a layover on the

journey to another city in Chile, another country

in South America, or another international

destination. However, its perfect location

between the Andes and the ocean will give you

endless opportunities to explore the surrounding

nature while Santiago itself will enchant you

with a unique mix of ancient tradition and

modern inuences.

Even though many coee bean varieties are 

grown in South America, there was no big coee

culture in Chile until only a few decades ago. The

hot drink of choice is denitely tea, especially

yerba mate – an infusion drink made from cut

and dried leaves of the mate shrub. Mate was

already popular before the colonization of South

America. If coee is served, you will often get it

in small teacups, unlike larger serving sizes

customary in Europe or America.

In the 50s, a particular coee house style has 

established itself in Chile, the Café con Piernas,

"coee with legs". In these coee houses,

waitresses work on platforms behind the bar in

considerably short skirts. However, despite this

questionable feature, these cafes are not

uncomfortable or sleazy, but furnished elegantly

and are located in the main pedestrian areas

rather than in hidden side alleyways. No alcohol

is served, instead, you will typically nd great

coee from hefty espresso machines.

Passport/Visa

Travelers from all EU

countries, the US,

Canada, Australia, New

Zealand, South Africa and

many other Latin

American countries do

not require a visa to enter Chile for less than 90 

days. They will be issued with a Tarjeta de

Turismo (tourist card) upon arrival in Chile. It is

important that you keep it for when you leave the

country. Additionally, Australian and Mexican

citizens will be charged a Reciprocity Fee.

To enter Chile, you must hold a passport that is 

valid for a minimum of 6 months after your travel

dates.

Consult with your local embassy or consulate for 

country specic information regarding the visa

regulations.

The best time to visit

Santiago is during late

September to November,

or from March to May,

Since Santiago is one of

the most modern cities in

Chile, a popular travel

destination and starting

point for international

travels, it is quite easy to

get around using the public transportation 

system, especially if you speak Spanish. But even

if you don't, you won't encounter too many

problems.

A unied payment system, the Bip!, is used to 

buy tickets for buses, metro and micros. You can

buy and top up a Bip! card in subway stations.

Ticket prices for Metro vary according to your 

travel schedule, the bus costs the same at any

time of day. There are dierent rates for adults,

students and the elderly.

On weekdays, Santiago Metro runs from 5.40am 

to 11pm, 6.30am to 11pm on Saturdays and 8am

to 10.37pm on Sundays and public holidays.

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Taxi
To ensure your safety, it

is advised that you only

travel in authorized taxis

and ignore the taxi

drivers and

representatives that wait

in the baggage claim area of Santiago airport. 

Authorized, metered taxis are all black with

yellow roofs.

There is a taxi rank outside the main terminal, so

pre-booking should generally not be necessary.

If you do wish to prebook a taxi with a xed rate

to take you to the city from the airport, you can

call Vía Controlada: +56 9 4273 2887 or Taxi

Ocial: +56 2601 9880, both operate 24 hours.

For longer rides, you can sometimes negotiate 

at fares if your negotiation skills in Spanish are

condent enough.

If you want to avoid hailing a taxi in the street 

(which is generally safe), most hotels and

restaurants will happily call you a taxi too. There

is also the option to order an Uber.
