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With golden sand, cool water, and a gentle sea breeze, the second largest of the
Canary Islands attracts huge numbers of sun-worshippers and water sports
enthusiasts. The island itself has much more to offer, from barren desert scenery
and fascinating volcanoes to colourful and characterful towns and pleasant
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THE ISLAND
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Shaped like a leg dressed in plus-fours, the
island's 340-km gilt-edged coast surrounds a
relatively flat interior of gentle hills and
sweeping plains. The unique dessert landscape
and long-dead volcanoes are a sight to behold,
and earned the whole island the title of UNESCO
Biosphere Reserve in 2009.

Goat herders and fishermen once ruled the
island, living a simple life of relative solitude.
Nowadays, tourism is the driving force, centred
around the lively resorts of Corralejo in the
north, Jandia in the south, and more recently,
Caleta de Fuste on the east coast.
