Then, explore the streets of Calle Larga,
especially Calle Algarve, where narrow lanes are
lined with tiny shops selling knick-knacks and
souvenirs. A stone's throw away you will find the
covered market brimming with local produce and
fresh seafood.

Jerez has three main attractions - horses,
flamenco and sherry, and each of them cannot be
left unexplored. Sample sherries and wines at a
traditional bodega, shop some local equestrian

souvenirs or pop into a colourful shop of

flamenco dresses.

A traditional Spanish
bodega is an absolute

Frontera, and with

Take a
guided tour of the winery, sample some

homemade sherries or shop delicious wine.
